
• Most violence and crime incidents are self contained to the areas marked in red and
very specific amongst drug cartels

• There are no recorded kidnapping incidents in Merida

• The State of Yucatán has one of the lowest crime rates in Mexico and in Latin
America

• Mérida is not a large urban center and therefore does not have “big city” problems
such as overcrowded areas, slums, traffic jams, drug related incidents

• Mérida is also one of the cleanest cities in the country
